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10v22 The blessing of the Lord brings wealth, and he adds no trouble to it
10v4 Lazy hands make for poverty, but diligent hands bring wealth
12v11 Those who work their land will have abundant food, but those who chase fantasies have no sense.
14v23 All hard work brings a profit, but mere talk leads only to poverty.
20v13 Do not love sleep or you will grow poor; stay awake and you will have food to spare.
24v33-34 a little sleep, a little slumber, a little folding of the hands to rest – 34 and poverty will come on you like a thief and scarcity like an armed man.
21v17 Whoever loves pleasure will become poor; whoever loves wine and olive oil will never be rich.
21v5 The plans of the diligent lead to profit as surely as haste leads to poverty.
13v11 Dishonest money dwindles away, but whoever gathers money little by little makes it grow.
19v17 Whoever is kind to the poor lends to the Lord, and he will reward them for what they have done.
28v27 Those who give to the poor will lack nothing, but those who close their eyes to them receive many curses.
13v23 An unploughed field produces food for the poor, but injustice sweeps it away.
20v23 The Lord detests differing weights, and dishonest scales do not please him.
22v1 A good name is more desirable than great riches; to be esteemed is better than silver or gold.
10v15 The wealth of the rich is their fortified city, but poverty is the ruin of the poor.
18v10-11 The name of the Lord is a fortified tower; the righteous run to it and are safe. 11 The wealth of the rich is their fortified city; they imagine it a wall too high to scale.
11v4 Wealth is worthless in the day of wrath, but righteousness delivers from death.
28v11 The rich are wise in their own eyes; one who is poor and discerning sees how deluded they are.
30v8-9 …give me neither poverty nor riches, but give me only my daily bread. 9 Otherwise, I may have too much and disown you and say, “Who is the Lord?” Or I may become poor and steal, and so dishonour the name of my God.
11v24-25 One person gives freely, yet gains even more; another withholds unduly, but comes to poverty. 25 A generous person will prosper; whoever refreshes others will be refreshed.
